The Integration of Stephen F. Austin University

In 1964, fourteen years after Wiley College student Heman Sweatt
successfully broke down the walls of segregation in Texas higher
education, another Wiley student, Willie Gene Whitaker, became the first
of his race to receive a degree at Stephen F. Austin State Teachers College.

Though technically not the first - Whitaker was preceded in the first
summer session of 1964 by an older African American preacher from
Lufkin who did not earn a degree - President Ralph Steen used Whitaker's
application as the opening gambit finally to integrate the college.
